	Text2: Welcome to “Family Connections”—the quarterly newsletter that helps you know what your child is learning from God’s Word. Please let us know if we can help you in any way as we partner together to grow kids in Jesus.
	Text3: We teach children to say, “I am happy at church.” Is that statement true for you and your family? Read Psalm 122:1. Think about the blessings you receive when you worship with others. Share those thoughts with your children.
	Text4: Units of learning include:
• I Am Happy at Church
• Jesus Loves Me
• God Made Everything
	Text5: Bible Words your child will be learning this quarter:
• “I am happy at church” (based on Psalm 122:1).
• “Jesus loves me” (based on 1 John 3:16).
• “God made everything” (based on Acts 17:24).

Roll a ball back and forth to your child as you say the words “I am happy at church.” Sing the chorus of “Jesus Loves Me.” Point toward Heaven whenever you say “Jesus”; give yourself a hug when you say “loves me.” Take a walk and point out various parts of creation. Say “God made everything.”
	Text6: Young children enjoy having blankets around, even when the weather begins to warm up. Collect different sizes and kinds of blankets and use the blankets during family play times. Here are some ideas:

•  Place a small baby blanket on the floor. Place a stuffed animal on the blanket. Let your child use the
    blanket to pull the animal around the room; pretend to take the animal to your church building. 
•  Spread a blanket on the floor; sit together on the blanket and sing songs about Jesus. 
•  Arrange several blankets on the floor to make a trail. Crawl together along the trail 
   and pretend to find things God made. 
•  Cover a table with a large quilt or blanket to make a tent. Crawl in and out of 
   the tent with your child, pretending to be bears at the zoo. Growl and thank God 
   for making big animals..
