 �TUESDAY—Read James 1:12-14.  
Does God ever tempt us?

 �WEDNESDAY—Read Hebrews 4:14, 15.  
What do these verses say about the temptations 
Jesus faced? 

 �THURSDAY—Read Galatians 6:1-5.  
Have you ever helped a friend when he was tempted to do wrong? 
What did you do? What was the result?

 �FRIDAY—Read 1 Timothy 6:8-10.  
What sometimes happens when people aren’t content with what 
they have? How can we learn to be content?

 �SATURDAY—Read James 4:7, 8.  
What happens when we resist the devil? What happens when we 
come near to God?
