(For younger children, you
may want to provide pictures of people listening
that can be cut out and glued to art paper.)
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Read together portions of this week's Bible story from 1 Samuel 2:18, 21, 26; 3:1-10, 19-21; 4:1; 7:15-17.
Remember, We should listen to and obey God.
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
