Through your 
congregation or a local charity, identify a child, the 
approximate age of your child, who is in need. Find a  
jar or container to place money in and label it “Our gift  
to Jesus.” Encourage your child to earn money by doing 
chores. Collect spare change. After a couple of weeks, go 
shopping as a family to buy a gift for the child you have 
identified. Wrap the gift and deliver it together. Remember 
to pray for the receiver of the gift.
