O THURSDAY—Read Matthew 11:25 and
Matthew 18:1-4. Does thinking of yourself as a

little child standing before God make you feel
humble? Ask God to help you be more childlike.

But there are still plenty of times when your
input is needed—and valued. Encourage your child to read the
daily Scriptures. Read the verses yourself. Use the questions to
help your preteen understand the verses and apply them to life.
