Family   Outing  

For families with early elementary kids  

Take a family walk through your town or  
neighborhood. Discuss rules that are unwritten,  
but should be followed in different locations,  
such as no littering in the park, be quiet in the  
public library, and no stealing at the grocery  
store. Talk about reasons why there are rules at  
each place and why it is important to obey them.  
Thank God for providing rules that protect us and 
keep us safe.  

In a family Bible, read the 10 Commandments  
in  Exodus 20:1-17. Then read in Matthew  

22:34-40 what Jesus said about the greatest 
commandments. Explain that reading the 

Bible is listening to God. Pray that you and 
your family can obey God’s rules. Tell God 
which rules are difficult to keep. Thank 
God for His love and forgiveness when  
you break one of His rules. Ask God to 
help each family member learn to love  

Him and others more.

Read together this week’s Bible story from 1 Samuel 15:1-22, 28.  
Remember, We should always obey God.
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
